Attachment B:  Statistical Data (Adjusted)

One hundred, sixty-eight (168) PWC’s submitted an Annual Historical Report from eight (8) of the twelve (12) presbyteries in the Synod of Living Waters.  Several PWC’s submitted reports within their overall congregation’s history report.  


All reports did not give data for the same categories.  However, most of them had a common thread and based on that commonality, I submit the following report.

Number of Active PW:  4,815  Some submitted the actual number of women in the congregation, but also listed “active” women.  Several indicated that all women are apart of PW whether or not they are “active.” This number includes all data listed in the “Number of Active Women” category (as given on the report form).

Number of Circles:  186  -  Some were morning circles, some evening circles and some were referred to as special such as knitting, shawl and lunch circles.

Church Leadership – All PWC’s did not address this item:
