Rubenia- A Story of God’s Faithfulness
I first met Rubenia, or “Ruby”, in the summer of 2009 at the Pan American Health Center, a children’s home

in Honduras. We volunteer there on Rivermont’s mission trips. She was ten years old when she and her twelve
year old brother ran away from home. A Pan Am worker Iris found them living under a bridge while taking a
walk. They came to live at Pan Am temporarily and were still at the center when we visited the first time.

I fell in love with Ruby that week, with her determination. She was missing her left foot, ankle and two fingers
from her left hand but she had no idea she had a disability. Ruby ran and played with other children, even
climbed a bell tower to ring the bell for VBS. Ruby brought joy to my life and found a special place in my heart.

When I returned to the States, every time I prayed, her face would be there. I felt God wanted me to help her.
I was told that it was hard to obtain medical visas to bring Hondurans to the US. I contacted the Jordan
Thomas Foundation, a local charity that donates prosthetics to children. This charity was started by a high
school student who lost both of his legs in a boating accident. I was told they didn’t do work internationally.
I continued to pray but felt that God had shut the door on my ability to help her.

In June 2010, when we returned to Honduras with our mission team, I learned Ruby’s parents had given her
legal custody to a missionary from Mississippi. She had been placed in a home for girls in another city, was
doing well, attending school for the first time and learning English.

We had another great week in Honduras. On the last night before leaving, I talked to the director of Pan Am
and told her God had put Ruby on my heart. I felt I was supposed to help her but felt God had closed the door.
She encouraged me not to give up, to continue trying.
I admit I felt a heavy weight on my shoulders. Hadn’t I already tried?

I returned home and prayed for Ruby, asking God if he wanted me to pursue this. A strong sense encouraged
me, so I contacted everyone that would be necessary to bring her to the U.S., the missionary in Mississippi who
has legal custody and the housemother in charge of the home where Ruby was living. Thankfully, they were both
very interested. More evidence of God’s hand in my planning came when I learned that Ruby’s housemother,
Allison, was from Soddy Daisy.

Once I contacted those close to Ruby, I learned more about her life. She came from a family of thirteen
children living in a small house with no furniture. They slept every night on the dirt floor and never had enough
money to provide for all the children. They were always hungry. Their father was abusive. Many of the children
ran away to escape his rage. Ruby was disabled at the age of three months when her father threw her into a fire.
Learning these details, I was even more amazed at her joy for life and loving spirit.

The process continued. Doctors in Chattanooga had to agree to donate their services for Ruby to obtain a visa.
I again asked the Jordan Thomas Foundation for help. I prayed each time before I asked a new person for help
and I learned this time—it was meant to be. Prayers continued to be answered. I really knew this was all God’s
plan when the Jordan Thomas Foundation agreed to sponsor her, guaranteeing her new prosthetic legs through
the age of eighteen. With this news I broke down and cried, praising God for his faithfulness.

Ruby arrived in the United States this September. She has a one year medical visa and lives with a family in
Soddy Daisy who are friends of her housemother. Kyle and Amanda were missionaries volunteering in the home
where Ruby lives in Honduras. They moved back to Soddy Daisy in June. Ruby is now in the process of getting
an orthotic to stretch her knee to prepare her for her prosthetic leg. She may need surgery before the prosthesis
and will need therapy afterwards to learn to walk with it.
Ruby continues to fill my heart with joy. She has strengthened my faith. On the morning she was in our home
for the first time, I couldn’t help but be amazed that God had brought this beautiful girl I met in Honduras into
our home. I also marvel at how much we don’t know about God’s timing. Last year it would have been a harder
journey—she wasn’t in a stable home and didn’t know any English. Now she’s in a loving, stable home, going to
school for the first time.

I have learned not to give up when I feel that God has closed a door.
He may really be holding it open for the right timing, His.

“I wait for the Lord, my soul waits, and in his word I put my hope.” Psalm 130:5

Dear God, Thank you for your faithfulness.
Help us not to give up hope and let us continue to pray for those you put on our hearts.
