Our Presbyterian Women (PW) have been

blessed to have four well-attended circles this

year.

Rev. Dr. Thom Nelson led preview studies for

the circle leaders and others. This greatly

increased the leaders’ background

information for each lesson. The women of

Farragut Presbyterian Women (FPW) have

been spiritually strengthened by the study of

JOSHUA, A JOURNEY OF FAITH.

At the beginning of the year, FPW received

pledges of $2,455 for our annual budget.

The Annual Thank Offering raised $1,328 for

PW missions; and in response to the

Morgan-Scott Seed Program, FPW was able

to send an additional $200.

FPW has worked in several groups, Sewing

Sisters; Shawl Ministry; Christian Community

Action; and Caring Connections, to provide

spiritual and physical assistance to the

people of the church and community. Caring

Connections is a new group charged with

reaching out to those who are unable to

attend church, while Christian Community

Action is charged with providing food, etc. as

needed. Sewing Sisters has made and

donated blankets and bibs, and the Shawl

Ministry has knitted shawls to give to people

who are sick or grieving.

A Bit of News from Trinity:
Circles at Trinity are an important part of the spiritual well-being of
the congregation. An average of six Hispanic women, plus three
children, and one English-speaking Moderator meet monthly for
Bible study, fellowship and service. An almost exactly equal number
of American women meet monthly at our morning circle. Plans are
going forward for a “Spring Sale in the Brown House”–which will
provide very low prices on used toys, clothing and household items.
This sale will be open to the public; but, it is especially offered for
the benefit of our Hispanic members. We have prepared 32 Hygiene
Kits and 4 Baby Kits to send to Church World Service. And, we are
currently gathering items for The Market to be held at the Synod
Meeting in June. The entire congregation got involved in the CWS
project; and we are thrilled to say that Trinity has two men going to
Living Water for the World’s Clean Water University this month.
