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 The work of missions continues to be important in the life of Presbyterian Women.  Its scope has changed in a number of ways.  No longer do we have quotas to be divided up among the presbyteries.  Some suggestions are made for foreign mission projects.  Mainly, PW in congregations are encouraged to look for local mission projects to support.

The position of Together In Service Coordinator is very nebulous.  It has become more a position of “encourager” rather than “coordinator” since most of what takes place is done locally.

I believe that PW are continuing to minister in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to those in need around them.  However, the response to a request for information last year from PWP/TIS  was so poor that I did not even ask this year.  Perhaps a new Synod TISC will stimulate a better sharing of information.

May God continue to bless all of our efforts as we minister to “the least of these”.
