Here is another one from a congregation outside of our Synod. 

A Circle that meets one Sunday a month during the Sunday School hour.  They do all kinds of crafts such as prayer shawls, hats and scarves for homeless, baby caps, blankets for foster children.  This group has grown to be the largest in this PW and engages mothers of school children and working women who cannot come during the week. 

Our Synod Moderator, Jackie Riddle, just gave a wonderful talk to all the women at the AL/Miss Gathering in Mobile, AL.  In it she discussed being creative in attracting new women to our group and thinking outside the traditional box.
