Jim is the Voluntary Agency Liaison for Kentucky
Emergency Management and is the only Kentuckian who is a
member of the Presbyterian Disaster Assistance National
Response Team.

In his state position, Jim has the responsibility for assisting
local communities in their coordination of volunteer groups who
are preparing for and responding to disasters. He also helps
coordinate the activities and resources of national volunteer
organizations responding to disasters in Kentucky.

An ordained Presbyterian minister, Jim has spent his career
in pastoral service, faith-based human service and academic
positions. In these positions, a common thread for Jim has been
a desire to help communities build their capacity to serve in
times of disaster and recovery. He is the past president of
Kentucky VOAD (Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster)
and serves on the National VOAD volunteer management
committee. Jim was educated at Presbyterian related Davis and
Elkins College in West Virginia, and completed graduate studies
at Princeton Theological Seminary and Yale University Divinity
School. He currently resides in Louisville, KY with his wife,
Sue, a professor at Louisville Theological Seminary, and
daughters, Kate and Laura.

ARTICLE Xt QUORUM

The quorum for a gatheng of Presbyterian Women in the Presbytery represents at least-fmath of Presbyterian
Women in the Congregation groups.
